PROGRAMME
Session 1 - The Naughty Naught and the Little ONE
In the wonderland of numbers, Naughty Naught performs magic and totally changes the One. The immense possibility of forming numbers is introduced. Naughty Naught demonstrates the moral that every one has a value in the right place. The story links mathematics, language and moral education. 

Session 2 – Miracle-Maker Two
The possibility of making greater numbers is presented using one more character - the Two. This character explores changes in positions and discovers new possibilities while teaching the moral that unity is strength. Teachers can extend this idea by discussing and further developing this concept.

Session 3 - In the Land of Geometry
The curious Number Kids visit the enchanting land of Geometry. They find solutions to more challenging questions. This workshop demonstrates how new areas of knowledge can be introduced seamlessly in a creative and engaging manner. 

Session 4 - Mathmagics
The story becomes more complex to demonstrate even more possibilities of arranging numbers. Some ideas, which will be introduced at higher levels, are presented in a lucid story format. What are the possibilities of using these stories in the integrated teaching methodology? This is to be discovered by teachers through discussion. Enriching classroom discourse, teaching methods and curriculum with elements of storytelling in different modes and at differing levels bring beauty, clarity and utility to mathematics teaching.
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
